Literacy Theme Campaign:

Following is an example of a Literacy project by the Rotary Club of Denver Mile High
Critical-thinking skills

Villa Park is a neighborhood in west Denver that has a high school graduation rate of 13.3
percent. The Rotary Club of Denver Mile High is partnering with the Villa Park
Neighborhood Association, two public elementary schools, and a local Catholic school to
transform Villa Park to a neighborhood of literacy. Rotarians are using a Department of
Health and Human Services grant to test for the efficacy of teaching students critical-
thinking skills. In addition to working with students, they're also mentoring students’ families
and teaching them financial management and information-retrieval skills.
