Last Week’s Program  
Roger Grimm took us on a trip throughout China. 
Roger and his wife, Marcia, took a tour of China and found it very 
informative and enjoyable. 
Some of the points of interest included: 
The Hotels, with the various architecture and building materials.  
Service was impeccable. 
He noticed that there were very few solders to be seen.  A contrast to 
what is expected. 
Religion is also much diversified with the Buddhist being about 80% 
and Christians and Islamic about 15% of the population. 
The Forbidden City was quite interesting in that it was so large. 
The Great Wall, stretching some 3,700 miles was built some 2,000 

years ago to protect territories from their enemies. 
Roger and Marcia also visited the Terracotta Soldiers, all 7000 of them.  The statues of the infantry soldiers range between 
5 foot 8 inches and 6 foot 2 inches; the commanders are 6 and half feet tall. The lower half of the kiln-fired 
ceramic bodies was made of solid terracotta clay, the upper half hollow. It is evident that the statues 
were vividly painted; although most of that paint has flown, traces of it may be seen on some of the statues. 
Roger had a replica of a statue for our review. 
The other surprising thing was the fact that he saw a large amount of Buicks on the roads.  It seems that every GM car 
made over there is called a Buick even if it was actually another model.   
The program was very interesting as we learned more about China through the eyes of Roger and Marcia.  Thanks Roger.
